Selection:
Music recordings in the National Film and Sound Archive (NFSA) database were normally selected where the recording date is between 1940 and 1949.  

An exception to this was the indigenous field recordings, which seemed unlikely to be broadcast in their existing form (e.g. the Strehlow Sound Collection of 1949, which included restricted materials)
Some jazz recordings included are from live performances and from later commercial compilations.  There is no evidence that these were broadcast in the period but they have been included as jazz may have been broadcast (there are examples of jazz broadcasts in the NFSA database).
Where music could not be identified with reasonable certainty it was not included.  This included items:

· indicated in the database as unidentified and

· titled items where no composer was indicated and more than one item with the given title had been composed prior to the date of recording.

Data Analysis:
Music recordings were entered in a FileMaker database and, where necessary, composer/lyricist data was added.  Titles were edited for consistency and occasionally corrected to more standard usage.  All corrected and supplemented details were sent to the NFSA to update the database. 
Hymns were difficult to identify because hymn words are sung to a number of different tunes so where the composer was not identified it was not possible to be sure which tune was used.  Fortunately, the classification of religious/liturgical music was sufficiently general to use without knowing which tune was used.

Items were checked in a variety of sources – most commonly in the Music Australia (from the National Library of Australia website) and the ABC in-house database of commercial music (SOLID).

In the case of school choirs, where an item was included in the 1940s School Songbook (see National Library of Australia database – NLA id. 2132960), this was the assumed to be the item used.  This seems to be a fairly safe assumption as, from a practical point of view because the choirs would have needed a cheap and easily available source for the music and (in the absence of photocopying) a ‘textbook’ fill this role.
In addition, the entries were assigned a classification code from an expanded version of the ANSCR (Alpha Numeric Subject Classification of Recordings) schema.

This data was subsequently exported to a spreadsheet and content was analysed and graphs created.

The sample is relatively small so it is skewed by factors such as the Roy Agnew broadcasts in 1943 (raising the proportion of 20th century piano solo music) but, despite the lack of statistical relevance, they may be of interest as a supplement to the discography itself so the charts have been appended.

For the purposes of analysis, ANSCR genres have been concatenated into three broad categories: 

· All classical :

· Opera

· Vocal Solo 
· Choral (excluding hymns/liturgical music)

· Ballet

· Orchestral

· Chamber

· Instrumental Solo

· Bands (i.e. military bands etc)

· All popular:

· Shows 

· Contemporary popular 

· Country 

· Jazz

· Sacred/Folk/Other:

· Hymns and liturgical music (includes national anthems)

· Comedy

· Folk/Traditional 

· Children’s music

No recordings were categorised as ‘soundtracks’.  Soundtrack recordings were broadcast in the 1940s (e.g. CINEMUSICAL program – 1947-1949) but the only items sighted in the NFSA collection were scripts rather than the recordings themselves.  Music from films is therefore generally included the contemporary popular category as it was not the version actually used in the film.
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The chart ‘Genre Totals by Date’ summarises the discography contents by both genre and year and is mainly useful for indicating the preponderance of popular genres.  It may also be worth noting that jazz recordings peaked significantly in 1949.  Some of this is due to compilations etc which may not have been actually broadcast in this period.

The chart ‘Broad Category by Date’ gives a better indication of the distribution of recordings by year. Not surprisingly, this indicates that most of the recordings are from the later part of the period.  The proportion of classical music in 1943 is affected by the Roy Agnew series of programs. 
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The overall proportion of various music categories over the whole period is best shown in the pie chart ‘Broad Category Totals, 1940-49’.
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In looking at the proportion of Australian performance and Australian composition, 

 the chart ‘Aust Comp/Performance, 1940-1949’ indicates that there is a high proportion of Australian performance in all categories but that the proportion of Australian composition is very low.  There is a higher proportion of Australian composition in the classical genres but this is, again, influenced by the Roy Agnew series of programs.
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The expanded ANSCR classification includes period of composition and, using this data, it is possible to describe the discography items by ‘period’.

The chart ‘Classical Genres by Period’ demonstrates a surprising amount of 20th century music – and again this is affected by Roy Agnew’s work (solo piano and vocal).  The 20th century choral works do include choral arrangements of Traditional materials as well as works composed in the 20th century.  In opera, the only post-Romantic,  20th century opera represented is ‘Porgy and Bess’.  The preponderance of opera is partly explained by two particular programs – Mobil Quest and Opera for the People – which provided most of the opera entries.

The chart ‘Popular Genres by Date of Composition’ indicates that much of the popular music heard during the 1940s was contemporary but music from the 19th century on was represented.  For Jazz, where an older item was used, it was (by definition) in ‘jazz’ arrangement and so this affects the proportion of 1940s composition.  In addition, there was a noticeable trend for the jazz musicians to be playing their own works.   There is, though, a relatively high proportion of 1920s compositions in jazz recordings of the 1940s – which can be explained by the inclusion of works by ‘seminal’ jazz musicians (e.g. Jelly Roll Morton, King Oliver etc).

It should be remembered that the recordings analysed do not represent the proportions of items broadcast but the recordings that survive in an era when the recording technology available was expensive and difficult.   This tends to mean that there is a preponderance of amateur performance (e.g. the Adelaide College of Music materials and school choirs),‘pre-produced’ items (e.g. Opera for the People) and ‘showcase’ programs (e.g. Mobil Quest).  Nevertheless, the resource that remains to us provides glimpses of the musical talents of a wide range of musicians and singers – including some very early performances by young performers who went on to stellar careers (e.g. Joan Sutherland, Evie Hayes and Don Burrows).
